Stipulation Agreement – 20205AV – Bradley Penniman: VCJC Associate General Counsel, Kim McManus
Category B second offense for Bradley Penniman. The allegation was that he proceeded to cross into New Hampshire during a motor vehicle traffic stop without the legal right to do so which was a substantial deviation of professional conduct as defined by his law enforcement agency’s policy. Mr. Penniman was working for Brattleboro Police Department at the time. The subcommittee found that it was a substantial deviation of professional conduct and recommended in this situation that a written warning would be a sufficient sanction for this violation. 
Tom Chenette made a motion to accept the stipulation agreement, seconded by Tim Lueders Dumont, all in favor. 
** Professional Regulation Members do not count towards the overall vote. Sheriff Mark Anderson will be abstaining from the vote due to a conflict, his agency responded to this incident. **

Stipulation Agreement – 20242T3P – James Hemond: VCJC Associate General Counsel, Kim McManus
Category C violation which is defined as misconduct pertaining to Council process or operations specific to this case. The allegation is that Sheriff James Hemond knowingly allowed a Level II provisional officer to work without direct supervision and control of a fully certified Vermont law enforcement officer, violating 20 VSA 2401(3)(F). 
Sheriff Hemond had a situation where a provisional level II officer had a potential conduct violation. Sheriff Hemond reported that violation and at the same time self-reported that he was potentially in violation of Category C. The Council investigated the matter and provided sufficient evidence to the subcommittee. The subcommittee recommended that Sheriff Hemond receive a written warning and a requirement that he attend the scope of authority training that is conducted during Level II basic training.
Sheriff Anderson made a motion to accept the stipulation and the latter, seconded by Amanda Garces, all in favor.
