Minutes

1.	Call to Order at 1:07pm by Acting Rules Chair Mark Anderson
2.	No additions/deletions to the Agenda
3.	Burdyshaw moved to accept the minutes from July 10, 2024, Anderson seconded the motion. Minutes accepted. Burdyshaw and Anderson represent a majority of committee members as membership was down to three members as of July 10, 2024. Stedman and Hull abstained as they were not on the committee at the time of July 10th meeting. 
4.	Committee membership – welcome new members
	New committee members Hull and Stedman introduced to the committee
5.	ARIDE Rules – language and placement within the Rules
Brief discussion on where within rules aride rules would fit. Whether the ARIDE rules should go in one section or be separated out in “Specialized training” and “training waiver.” Committee leaned toward the latter. Staff attorney  to draft rules and subcommittee will review to see if placement makes sense.
Subcommittee discussed the process for the indefinite waivers. 
Action taken:
Hull moved that the ARIDE rules should include that an officer’s  ARIDE training waiver needs to be supported by Agency Head or designee. Motion was seconded by Stedman. Anderson made a friendly amendment to change “supported” to “approved.” Friendly amendment accepted by Hull and Stedman. Motion passed unanimously.
Committee members further discussed the circumstances that would void an indefinite waiver, and how to capture that moment in rules. The main concern being an officer who previously was not engaging in traffic enforcement begins to “regularly” engage in traffic enforcement. When is an officer required to then receive ARIDE training? At what point would an officer be out of training compliance for failure to take ARIDE after previously receiving a ARIDE waiver.
Staff attorney to draft potential language to capture the issue of engaging in traffic enforcement post indefinite waiver.
6.	Update on Pending work concerning Act 56/Code of Conduct 
Staff attorney and Chair provided an overview about the scope of work required for Code of Conduct Rules, and about the timeline ahead. It is anticipated that the Act 56 subcommittee will be ready to forward language soon.
7.	Public Comment

8.	Motion to Adjourn moved by Stedman, seconded by Burdyshaw, motion carried unanimously.
